How does smart home technology work?

A smart home isn't a collection of disparate smart devices and appliances, but rather
ones that work together to create a remotely controllable network.

All devices -- such as lights, thermostats, security systems and appliances -- are
controlled by a master home automation controller, often called a smart home hub.
This hub is a hardware device that acts as the central point of the smart home
system and can sense, process data and communicate wirelessly. It combines all the
disparate apps into a single smart home app that homeowners can control remotely.
Examples of smart home hubs include Amazon Echo, Google Home and Wink Hub.
While many smart home products use Wi-Fi and Bluetooth to connect to the smart
home network, others depend on wireless protocols such as Zigbee or Z-Wave.

Examples of smart home technologies

Nearly every aspect of life where technology has entered the domestic space --
including lightbulbs, dishwashers and other appliances -- has seen the introduction
of a smart home alternative:

« Smart TVs. These TVs connect to the internet to access content through
applications, such as on-demand video and music. Some smart TVs also
include voice or gesture recognition.

Smart lighting systems. In addition to being able to be controlled remotely
and customized, smart lighting systems can detect when occupants are in the
room and adjust lighting as needed. Smart lightbulbs can also regulate
themselves based on daylight availability.

Smart thermostats. Smart thermostats, such as Google Nest, come with
integrated Wi-Fi, letting users schedule, monitor and remotely control home
temperatures. These devices also learn homeowners' behaviors and
automatically modify settings to provide them with maximum comfort and
efficiency. Smart thermostats can also report energy use and remind users to
change filters.

Smart motion sensors can identify the difference between residents,
visitors, pets and burglars and can send notifications to authorities if
suspicious behavior is detected.

Pet care can be automated with connected
feeders. Houseplants and lawns can be watered using connected timers.
